#2. A 45 yard pass from Austin to Luke! The 
Dragons went for the 2 point conversion with Tyler

The Cardinals got the pigskin after great kickoff. 
Coverage by the Dragons with Abram Rodenberg 
making the stop on the 9 yard line of the Cardinals. 
Steve Foster picked up 11 yards on his first carry, 
giving them a first down. On the next play the Car-
dinals run a hand off left to Foster again, when all of 
a sudden Trent Jacob  drills Foster, forcing a fumble 
with Abram Rodenberg recovering the ball at the 
Cardinal 22 yard line.

Ratzlaff rolls right, drops the 
balls, recovers the ball and passes to Tyler Armen-
dariz, and he runs to the end zone for the Third 
Dragon touchdown!  A 24 yard catch for Tyler Ar-
mendariz. David Stursberg kicks the PAT, it’s good: 
Dragons 21, Cardinals 0 was the half time score.

At the start of the third quarter, Justin Calvin made a thirty yard run to 
make the Dragons fourth touchdown of the night.

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The Cardinals then capitalized on a fumble recovery by Brian Summers, 
allowing them to score their only touchdown of the night. Steven Foster 
found himself running the ball time after time. The Cardinals drive the 
ball to the one foot line, 2 & 1 foot, Foster gets the hand off, the Dragons 
defense is in a goal line formation, Foster hits a wall of  Dragons, but the 
Referee’s calls touchdown Cardinals.

 The Dragons comeback, with :59 seconds remaining in the third 
quarter,  Justin Calvin runs through the Cardinals defense for an 85 yard 
run scoring the Dragons 5th touchdown of the night. Dragons 35, Cardi-
nals 7.

The final Drive produced a nice pass from Ratzlaff to Luke McKee put-
ting the Dragons on the Cardinals 15 yard line. It was Austin Ratzlaff scor-
ing the final touchdown with a quarterback keeper from the four yard line 
and the PAT was good.
